The meeting was called to order by Chairman Stacey.  After a correction was made to the spelling of a name, the minutes were approved as corrected on a motion by Sue Johnson, a second by Herman Hardesty and a unanimous vote.  

The treasurer's report was approved as presented on a motion by Herman Hardesty, a second by Frank Miklavacic, and a unanimous vote.

Payment was approved for 500 athletes for insurance on a motion by Herman Hardesty, a second by Sue Johnson, and a unanimous vote.

A host city report was given by Laurie Blunt of Paducah.  She reported that all facilities are in place and some sponsors have been obtained.  Registration packets have been mailed out.  All event chairs are confirmed with the exception of shuffleboard.  The chairperson for this event has become ill and Ms. Blunt is working on a replacement.  She also reported that track has been changed to Sunday and cycling has been moved to an 8 a.m. time slot.  

Frank Miklavacic reported that shirts have been ordered for the national games at a cost of $876.  They are at the screen printers now and will be shipped to San Francisco.  The cost for screen printing will be $2.50 per shirt plus shipping for an approximate cost of $400. These costs were approved on a motion by Susan Conner, a second by David Gore, and a unanimous vote.  Susan Conner will be in San Francisco to disperse the shirts.  She will forward a shipping address to Frank Miklavacic; he will e-mail the athletes this information so they can pick up their shirts.  

A new condensed version of the bid packet was discussed.  Vicki Williams had reviewed the latest draft and will send out some suggested changes.    A due date of September 21 was set.  Site visits will then be set up.  All applicants will be invited to Paducah to the state games before an offer is made to a potential host city.  

In new business:


*Brent Belchers ability to participate as a board member was discussed.


*Herman Hardesty said that he had talked to Sarah Anderson about serving on the board.  He will contact her.


*Bob Stacey and Frank Miklavcic continue to work on the Hangastar software.  Training will soon be offered.  The possibility of a webinar was discussed and Vicki Williams will check on this so more board members could participate.


*Vicki Williams will receive applications for the Bailey Gore award.  The Executive Committee will review the applications and the trophy needs to be ordered.

Chairman Stacey called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.  The minutes were approved as presented on a motion by Eddie Bowen, a second by Herman Hardesty and a unanimous vote.  Vicki Williams presented the Treasurer’s Report as attached.  A discussion was held regarding the state games that were held in Ashland.  On a motion by Herman Hardesty, a second by Sue Johnson, and a unanimous vote, the group agreed to send $3000 to Ashland and to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.

Eddie Bowen gave the NSGA Report.  San Francisco has opened up registration to 4th place finishers.  They would like to have 15000 athletes at their venue.  He reported that the Veterans Administration has money available for veterans that compete in the state games.  A total of 39 states were represented at the training held recently in New Orleans.  He stated that NSGA must be named on our state games insurance policy.  KaCo was identified as a potential insurance provider for the state games.

Chairman Stacey discussed the Hangastar software program that allows on-line registration.  This must be in place by 2010.  The issue of athletes with computer access was discussed.  He also discussed web-page update.  On a motion by Sherry McDavid, a second by Herman Hardesty and a unanimous vote, up to $500 will be allowed for a web-site update.

It was reported that more than 600 athletes participated in the state games held in Ashland.  They presented a check to KSG for $13895 and indicated that they would consider hosting the games again in the future.

In new business:


*Herman Hardesty nominated Frank Miklavcic as a new board member from the central part of the state.  This was seconded by Eddie Bowen and unanimously passed.


*Chairman Stacey presented a proposed budget as attached.


*Trace Stevens discussed the upcoming state games in Paducah.  He reported that four meetings have been held but he needs a chairman for archery.  They have secured two Gold Medal sponsors (City of Paducah and McCracken County) at $10,000 each.  The venues have been secured but leases have not been signed.  Volleyball, basketball and swimming sites must be rented.  The games will be held Sept. 30 – Oct. 4.  Trace is working on special hotel rates.


*Chairman Stacey discussed generating more interest in hosting the state games.  On a motion by Sherry McDavid, a second by Vicki Williams and a unanimous vote, it was agreed to put out the bid package now for 2011 and 2012.  Vicki Williams and Nancy Addington will work on this.


*Board vacancies were discussed and Sandy Bellew was identified as a potential board member.  Herman Hardesty will contact her.  Brent Belcher will be contacted to see if he is still interested in continuing as a board member.

The next meeting was set for Friday, July 24.
